Bagged leaves and brush will 
be picked up on Mondays and 
Thursdays from April through 
October or weather permitting. 
All leaves must be in 
biodegradable bags and brush 
must be broken down into 
manageable piles for pick up.  
A MAXIMUM OF 4FT IN 
LENGTH. If piles are larger, 
they will not be picked up. 
 
The village of Fort Edward does 
NOT pick up any brush, 
branches or trees that have 
been cut down by owner. 
Those who remove trees, 
bushes or hedges must 
dispose of it privately.
